Anthropology
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The word anthropology comes from two Greek words: anthropos meaning ‘man’ and logos meaning ‘science’. So anthropology means the study of man. In a wide sense, anthropology is concerned with man’s physical characteristics, his custom and habits, his languages, arts and religions, and his civilizations. For this reason, many other studies such as anatomy, physiology, psychology and sociology are linked with anthropology.


Anthropologists are interested in different aspects of a society. For example they try to find out the interrelations between the language of a group and the other aspects of the culture of that group. Therefore, they study the language of a group and try to evaluate the role of language in human societies. For that reason they also make use of the research of linguists.


Anthropology combines the studies of both the biological and the social sciences: Its problems are centered, on the one hand, on man as a member of the animal kingdom and, on the other hand, on man’s behavior as a member of society. Anthropologists’ studies are not limited to any special group of man or to any period of history. They are interested both in the earlier forms of man and his behavior and in those of the present day. They study the structural evolution of mankind and the growth of civilizations from records belonging to early times. They are concerned with human groups and civilizations existing today; therefore, they place special emphasis on comparative studies, and they try to discover and describe the physical criteria that differentiate mankind from all other living creatures. Their attention is centered on the distinct differences and similarities among societies. They try to find out and define the laws or principles governing the formation and development of human societies and cultures.
