Air and Water
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Air contains water, but we do not call it water we call it water vapor. Air always has water in it. You can prove this statement easily. On a hot day or in a hot place put water in a container. The water in the container disappears slowly. In other words, the water evaporates. Water evaporates from pools, rivers, lakes and oceans. It evaporates from plants, from wet floors and clothes. Indoors and outdoors, water changes to water vapor and air holds this vapor.
