Choice of Colors
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Choice of colors is important for us as well as an artist. We can feel cheerful or gloomy depending on the colors in our environment. A correct choice of colors in a room can make the difference between a cheerful, livable room and a tiring, monotonous one. In general, light colored rooms look large and dark colored rooms look small.

The colors of walls and ceilings also affect the cost of lighting rooms. For example, we need more electricity to light rooms with brown walls and brown ceilings, but we need less electricity to light rooms with white or lemon-yellow colors. Normally, we use light colors on our walls because these reflect more light. Dark colors reflect light very poorly, but we still use these on our walls. In such cases, we must have large windows to have more light in the room.
