Prefabricated Houses
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Prefabricated buildings have many forms, shapes, and sizes. One rather common type of prefabricated building is made of wood. They cut pieces of lumber into exact sizes and place them in crates. Then they deliver these crates to the site of the new building. They put together the pieces of lumber according to the set of directions. An experienced crew can put these buildings together in a few days. Another type of prefabricated house is the sectional steel house. They make the sections of the walls at the factory in standard form. These standardized wall sections are complete on both the inside and the outside. They contain windows, electric wiring, fixtures, plumbing, and insulation. This method accomplishes special savings.  In the kitchen the sink, drain-board, and plumbing are parts of the wall.
