
Paint This Piece of Word
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Rub the surface of the wood with sandpaper. Brush away the dust. Take a flat brush and put on the priming paint. Let the first coat of paint dry.

Fill up any holes and cracks in the wood with putty. Rub the surface of the wood with sandpaper. Brush away the dust. Put on the undercoat. Let the undercoat dry.

Make the surface smooth again with sandpaper. Brush way the dust. Put on the topcoat. Brush the paint well into the wood.

Take the brush out of the paint. Clean the brush with turpentine. Then wash it in warm soapy water.
