



A Circle

A circle is a simple closed curve. Every point of the curve is the same distance from the center (Fig.1). A circle has an “inside” and an “outside”.  We call the space inside the circle the interior region, and the space outside the circle the exterior region (Fig.2).  The distance from the center to any point or a circle is its radius.  The plural is radii. The radii of the same circle are equal in length. A straight line passing through the center is the diameter.  The length of the diameter is equal to the length of two radii; that is d = 2r  or  r = d   (Fig.3, 4).
